SPIRITUAL DEVELOPMENT

During the quarter 25 Secondary and
Vocational students from Nkunga
converged in Lawi Imathiu Boarding
School with other CDP students from
Meru Township, Marere, Isiolo and the
synod Methodist churches for a 5 day
spiritual camp. Over 450 youngsters
were in attendance. The theme of the
camp was taken from the book of
Joshua 1:9 “Be strong and
courageous, do not tremble or be
dismayed, for the Lord your God is
with you whenever you go.

Classroom Renovations

The two classes whose renovations
started in September are complete.

The
pupils are no longer experiencing the
cold from the open window gaps or the
dust from the earthen floors as was in
the past.

Examinations

The results of the 23 students that sat
the Grade 8 national exams (KCPE)
last year were released on"asf
December, 2009. Students from
Nkunga Primary School did not
perform well and few are likely to get
places in good high schools. The best
student, a girl, had 289 marks out of a
possible 500 marks while the second, a
boy, had 245 marks. The entire school
fraternity is disappointed with the
results and blame drought and lack of
sufficient teaching staff for the dismal
performance. All are in agreement that
something different has to be done this
year to ensure that the children get
better results.

The 2 students who sat their Kenya
Certificate of Secondary Education
(KCSE) will receive their results at the
end of February and we hope that they
will have done better. 3 other students
successfully completed their driving
and electrical courses respectively and
are now searching for employ ment
opportunities to put their skills to use.

SUCCESS STORY

Kelvin Mwiti is a needy orphan from
Nkunga. At 18, Kelvin ought to have
graduated from high school last year.
However, having been raised by his
elderly grandparents, that dream was
forgotten a number of years ago. It
was a great struggle to find the funds
for him to attend primary school while
at the same time meet his basic daily
needs for food and clothing on the
meagre income that his grandparents
made from casual work in people’s
farms.

It was therefore no surprise when
despite his good performance in
primary school Kelvin could not join
secondary school and had to go out in
search of work while his peers
proceeded with their education. His
future looked bleak and quite uncertain
as children his age who dropped out of
school often ended up on the street
sniffing glue or engaging in criminal
activities to make a living.

Kelvin's story was brought to the
FH/K offices by a community member
who had seen his potential and
wondered if there would be help for
him. On evaluating his primary school
grades and talking to him, the FH
workers realized that this was a very
smart young man whose life was going
to an unnecessary waste. He was
quickly enrolled into the program and
began his vocational training in
Electronic Engineering at a local
college. The course follows a grade

system with Grade 4 being the most
basic to Grade 1. Kelvin performed so
well that in the following two years he
pursued Trade tests in grade 3 and 2
with a lot of success. He has excelled
SO0 much that his tutors desire that he
enrol for a full diploma course that
would take him two and a half years to
complete but that would raise his
competency levels even higher and
make him more eligible even for
employment.

Kelvin is very enthusiastic and says
that the sky is the limit. His opinion
on electronic matters is highly valued
in Nkunga and he is consulted for
electrical wiring in many homes within
the region. He has begun making
some little money from these small
jobs and with this, he can begn to
support his grandparents and take care
of his personal needs. We are really
grateful that FH/K was able to
participate in the improvement of this
boy’s life and develop a young man in
Nkunga. He has clearly stood up to be
counted and be a shining light in his
community.
